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Dr.Miller has been Chief Superintendent at the Calgary Catholic School District since March 1, 2007.  During that time she has engaged the District in a process of honest and open communication guided by the question, “What would it look like if the best happened?”   This process of “Re-imagining” is grounded in Psalm 23, “The Lord is My Shepherd” and asks that all members of the District share responsibility for moving the District forward.  











She has been very active visiting schools and staff in all District locations and has built relationships with employee groups, the Bishop, parish priests, and other community and provincial partners.





Dr.Miller comes to us from the Ottawa-Carleton Catholic School Board in Ottawa, Ontario.  In her former district she served as Superintendent of Educational Programs and Child Care Services, Superintendent of Staff Development Evaluation and Research, and Superintendent of Schools.  Prior to her role as Superintendent, Dr. Miller was as a teacher, consultant, vice-principal and principal in both Ontario and Nova Scotia.

Besides her work in public education, Dr. Miller has been a part-time professor at Queen’s University and the University of Ottawa, is the author of 4 math books, and “Kid Tech”, a design and technology program for grades 4-8 students.
