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LANGUAGE COMPETENCE

Language competence is a broad term that
includes linguistic or grammatical competence,
discourse  competence,  sociolinguistic  or
sociocultural competence, and what might be
called textual competence. The specific outcomes
under Language Competence deal with knowledge
of Punjabi and the ability to use that knowledge to
interpret and produce meaningful texts appropriate
to the situations in which they are used. Language
competence is best developed in the context of
activities or tasks where the language is used for
real purposes; in other words, in practical
applications.

The various components of language competence
are grouped under five cluster headings—see the
illustration on the preceding page. Under each of
these headings there are several strands, identified
by strand headings at the left end of each row,
which show the developmental flow of learning
from grade to grade. Each strand deals with a
single aspect of language competence. For
example, under the cluster heading “attend to
form,” there are strands for phonology
(pronunciation, stress, intonation), orthography
(spelling, mechanical features), lexicon
(vocabulary words and phrases) and grammatical
elements (syntax and morphology).

Although the outcomes isolate these individual
aspects, language competence should be
developed through classroom activities that focus
on meaningful uses of the language and on
language in context. Tasks will be chosen based
on the needs, interests and experiences of students.
The vocabulary, grammar structures, text forms
and social conventions necessary to carry out a
task will be taught, practised and assessed as
students are involved in various aspects of the task
itself, not in isolation.

Strategic competence is often closely associated
with language competence, since students need to
learn ways to compensate for low proficiency in
the early stages of learning if they are to engage in
authentic language use from the beginning. This
component is included in the language use
strategies in the Strategies section.

Global Citizenship Punjabi Language and Culture Nine-year Program (4-5-6) /23
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GLOBAL CITIZENSHIP

The learning outcomes for Global Citizenship deal
with the development of intercultural competence,
encompassing some of the knowledge, skills and
attitudes that students need in order to be effective
global citizens. The concept of global citizenship
encompasses citizenship at all levels, from the
local school and community to Canada and the
world.

The various components of global citizenship are
grouped under three cluster headings—see the
illustration on the preceding page. Under each of
these headings there are several strands, identified
by strand headings at the left end of each row,
which show the developmental flow of learning
from grade to grade. Each strand deals with a
single aspect of intercultural competence. For
example, under the cluster heading “historical and
contemporary elements of Punjabi culture,” there
are strands for accessing/analyzing cultural
knowledge, knowledge of Punjabi culture,
applying cultural knowledge, diversity within
Punjabi culture and valuing Punjabi culture.

Developing cultural knowledge and skills is a
lifelong process. Knowledge of one’s own culture
is acquired over a lifetime. Cultures change over
time. Within any national group, there may be a
dominant culture or cultures and a number of
additional  cultures. Rather than simply
developing a bank of knowledge about Punjabi
culture, it is more important for students to
develop skills in accessing and understanding
information about culture and in applying that
knowledge for the purposes of interaction and
communication.  Students will gain cultural
knowledge in the process of developing these
skills. In this way, if they encounter elements of
the culture they have not learned about in class,
they will have the skills and abilities to deal with
them effectively and appropriately.

The “affirming diversity” heading covers
knowledge, skills and attitudes that are developed
as a result of bringing other languages and cultures
into relationship with one’s own. There is a
natural tendency when learning a new language
and culture to compare it with what is familiar.
Many students leave a second language learning

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STRATEGIES

Under the Strategies heading are specific
outcomes that will help students learn and
communicate more effectively. Strategic

competence has long been recognized as an
important ~ component  of  communicative
competence. The learning outcomes that follow
deal not only with compensation and repair
strategies, important in the early stages of
language learning when proficiency is low, but
with strategies for language learning, language use
in a broader sense, as well as general learning
strategies that help students acquire content.
Although people may use strategies
unconsciously, the learning outcomes deal only
with the conscious use of strategies.

The strategies are grouped under three cluster
headings—see the illustration on the preceding
page. Under each of these headings there are
several strands that show the development of
awareness and skill in using strategies from grade
to grade. Each strand, identified by a strand
heading at the left end of the row, deals with a
specific category of strategy. Language learning
and general learning strategies are categorized as
cognitive, metacognitive and social/affective. The
language use strategies are organized by
communicative mode: interactive, interpretive,
productive.

The strategies that students choose depend on the
task they are engaged in as well as on other
factors, such as their preferred learning style,
personality, age, attitude and cultural background.
Strategies that work well for one person may not
be effective for another person, or may not be
suitable in a different situation. For this reason it
is not particularly useful to say that students
should be aware of, or able to use, a specific
strategy at a particular grade level. Consequently,
the specific outcomes describe the students’
knowledge of, and ability to use, general types of
strategies.  More specific strategies for each
general category or type are included in the sample
list of strategies below. The specific strategies
provided in the sample list are not prescriptive
but are provided as an illustration of how the
general strategies in the specific outcomes might
be developed.

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Teachers need to know and be able to demonstrate
a broad range of strategies from which students are
then able to choose in order to communicate
effectively. Strategies of all kinds are best taught
in the context of learning activities where students
can apply them immediately and then reflect on
their use.

repeat new words and expressions occurring in
own conversations, and make use of these new
words and expressions as soon as appropriate
reduce anxiety by using mental techniques

provide personal motivation by arranging own

Language Use Strategies

Interactive

use words from own first language to get
meaning across; e.g., use a literal translation
of a phrase in the first language, use a first
language word but pronounce it as in Punjabi
acknowledge being spoken to

interpret and use a variety of nonverbal cues to
communicate; e.g., mime, pointing, gestures,
drawing pictures

indicate lack of understanding verbally or
nonverbally; e.g., “Pardon,” “Sorry,” “I didn’t
understand,” raised eyebrows, blank look

ask for clarification or repetition when you do
not understand; e.g., “What do you mean

Informal: =it fagr 3At? [with raised eyebrows])
use other speakers’ words in subsequent
conversations

assess feedback from a conversation partner to
recognize when a message has not been

Interpretive
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use gestures, intonation and visual supports to
aid comprehension

make connections between texts on the one
hand and prior knowledge and personal
experience on the other

use illustrations to aid reading comprehension
determine the purpose of listening
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listen or look for key words

listen selectively based on purpose

make predictions about what you expect to
hear or read based on prior knowledge and
personal experience

use knowledge of the sound-symbol system to
aid reading comprehension

infer probable meanings of unknown words or
expressions from contextual clues

prepare questions or a guide to note down
information found in a text

use key content words or discourse markers to
follow an extended text

reread several times to understand complex
ideas

summarize information gathered

assess own information needs before listening,
viewing or reading

use skimming and scanning to locate key
information in texts

Productive

mimic what the teacher says

use nonverbal means to communicate

copy what others say or write

use words that are visible in the immediate
environment

use resources to increase vocabulary

use familiar repetitive patterns from stories,
songs, rhymes or media

use illustrations to provide detail when
producing own texts

use various techniques to explore ideas at the
planning stage, such as brainstorming or
keeping a notebook or log of ideas

use knowledge of sentence patterns to form
new sentences

be aware of and use the steps of the writing
process: prewriting (gathering ideas, planning
the text, research, organizing the text), writing,
revision (rereading, moving pieces of text,
rewriting pieces of text), correction (grammar,
spelling, punctuation), publication (reprinting,
adding illustrations, binding)

use a variety of resources to correct texts; e.g.,
personal and commercial dictionaries,
checklists, grammars

take notes when reading or listening to assist
in producing own text

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revise and correct final versions of texts

use circumlocution and definition to
compensate for gaps in vocabulary

apply grammar rules to improve accuracy at
the correction stage

compensate for avoiding difficult structures by
rephrasing

classify objects and ideas according to their
attributes; e.g., red objects and blue objects, or
animals that eat meat and animals that eat
plants

use models

connect what is already known with what is
being learned

experiment with, and concentrate on, one
thing at a time

focus on and complete learning tasks

write down key words and concepts in
abbreviated form to assist with performance of
a learning task

use mental images to remember new
information

distinguish between fact and opinion when
using a variety of sources of information
formulate key questions to guide research
make inferences, and identify and justify the
evidence on which these inferences are based
use word maps, mind maps, diagrams, charts
or other graphic representations to make
information easier to understand and
remember

seek information through a network of
sources, including libraries, the Internet,
individuals and agencies

use previously acquired knowledge or skills to
assist with a new learning task
